1) What is Hornet Club?
· Hornet Club is a service organization made up of only those 5th graders who maintained an all A average in the 4th grade.  Our group takes part in activities and projects to benefit our school, community, and other parts of Jackson County.

· Hornet Club membership dues are $25/year and should be turned in no later than Friday, Sept. 11th.

2) What are the guidelines for maintaining Hornet Club Membership?
· Hornet Club members should maintain an all A average throughout the school year, and members should conduct themselves in ways that other students will look up to.

· If a member should make a grade less than an A average, he/she will be placed on probation until the next grading period.  For example, if a member receives a B in math on his/her first nine weeks report card, he/she will be placed on probation until progress reports for the second nine weeks.  If the grade is pulled back up to an A, probation ends.  If the grade has not been pulled up, that member is dismissed from Hornet Club.  Please work hard!  We need you!!

3) Who are the officers?  
· Any Hornet Club member may run for office.  Officers include president, vice-president, secretary, reporter, and chaplain.

-President: leads general meetings, helps all other officers 



with his/her duties.


-Vice-President: leads meetings when president is 



unavailable, assists president with his/her duties, 


offers help to other officers.


-Secretary: takes notes at all meetings, updates members of 


plans and upcoming events, assists the reporter in 


writing memos, announcements, and articles.


-Reporter: works with secretary to report news and 



information to club members, ECUE student-body, 


and the East Central Link.


-Chaplain: leads Hornet Club members in prayer and/or 


devotion during meetings and events.

4) How do I run for office?

· If you are interested in running for one of the positions listed above, please sign up!  There will be a sign-up sheet on Mrs. Slater’s classroom door starting today.  You must sign up no later than Thursday, Sept. 10th.  

· Prepare a speech to present to the 5th grade in a special assembly.  Speeches should last no more than 3 minutes per person. The assembly will be on Tuesday, Sept. 15th at 8:30 a.m. Elections will take place on the same day!
· Campaign! You may hang posters (no more than 2) in the 5th grade hall. You may pass out stickers or buttons, but please do NOT pass out edible items.  You may start hanging posters and passing out campaign items on Wednesday, Sept. 9th.  You may NOT interrupt class time to do this! Campaigning should be done before school begins or at recess.
