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NO voleanoes NO solar systems.

NO fireworks or firearms can be used in your project. (This includes BB
guns, paintball and air soft guns.)

NO liquids can be displayed with your project. (You may use liquids during
the experiment but take pictures.}

NO glass or sharp items may be placed on the gym floor.

NO items requiring electricity can be plugged in on the gym floor. (You
may use batteries or if you are using a laptop you must have your own power
source.)

NO food items can be displayed on the gym floor. Take pictures or use
plastic fruit.

NO soil samples, rocks or minerals can be placed on the gym floor.

HELPFUL HINTS FOR PARENTS

Take pictures of everything. Your child will need photos for their display.

Check out websites on the computer. Resources are easily found if you type in science
fair projects, science buddies, and the Intel Science Fair,

Find books by Janice Van Cleave at bookstores or libraries. She has tons of science
project ideas.

Look in your child’s science text book. At the beginning and end of chapters and units
you can find experiments.

Read the packet carefully.

Keep a journal or notebook if you are testing something over a period of time.
Encourage your child to be creative.
