1.  Do I know what my child is learning in school?

2. Can my child express him/herself clearly?

3. Do I know the extent of my child’s vocabulary knowledge?

4. Do I know when my child learns a new skill?

5. Do I see my child read everyday?

6. Does my child speak clearly?

7. Do I ask my child questions?

8. Do I encourage my child to solve problems?

9. Do I encourage my child to play with other children?

10. Do I provide my child with books to read?

11. Do I buy educational toys and games for my child?

12. Do I control what TV programs my child watches?

13. Do I encourage my child to interact with adults?

14. Do I encourage my child to share?

15. Do I establish chores for my child to complete?

16. Do I support my child’s school?
