The Jackson County School District received Special Education, Part B, ARRA Funding. The grant was approved on September 22, 2009 in the amount of $1,807,470.00. 
Special Education, Part B ARRA funds are being spent in the following ways:

· Retain jobs to include: therapeutic specialists, job coaches, speech language pathologists, secondary inclusion teachers, elementary resource teachers, Fast ForWord interventionists, and special education nurse.

· Pay benefits for the salaries listed above

· Provide contractual services to include positive behavior support personnel and physical therapists. 

· To buy equipment for an outside classroom supporting the needs of students with OT, PT and physical disabilities. These include upgrading playground equipment at the upper and lower elementary schools to meet ADA specifications. In addition, technology equipment to support academic growth in students with disabilities will be purchased.

· Office supplies for office staff to compile data.

· Instructional supplies to include but not limited to Fast ForWord software upgrades and software licenses for computers used by students with disabilities.

· Early intervention services which include but are not limited to a portion of the special education nurses salary and benefits, computers for Fast ForWord labs, and software licenses for computers. 

· Professional development training for the Fast ForWord program.

The Jackson County School District received Special Education Pre-School Part C, ARRA Funding. The grant was approved on September 22, 2009 in the amount of $67,662.00.

Special Education, Part B ARRA Funds are being spent in the following ways:

· Equipment including computers, promethean boards, and cameras for use in pre-school classrooms of students with disabilities.

· Staff travel to cover expenses incurred by pre-school personnel attending trainings.

· Evaluation supplies to assess students ages 3-5 for eligibility to receive special services.

· Instructional supplies for pre-school classrooms to ensure age appropriate materials in the classroom setting.

· Professional development training for pre-school personnel which includes but is not limited to the Vital Links workshop and training materials.
